Visa and Residence 
Permit 

 
Visa application for non EER students will be done by the Immigration 
Department of AUAS, provided that all the required documents (see above) 
are received by the Incoming Team of the International Centre in order on 
time (before deadline). For more information; AUAS Immigration website

Students need to pay an AUAS visa handling fee of €200 and need to show 
the proof of financial means for living expenses 
 
The Dutch Immigration and Naturalisation Service (IND) requires that a 
student have sufficient financial means to cover their stay in the 
Netherlands. It is evidence proving they have the financial means to sustain 
themselves while studying and living in the Netherlands. This is not a 
payment. It’s mandatory to demonstrate the proof of financial means.
